3.1 Electrical Connections

The OQS /0OQL Sensor can be connected into your control system via Tan Delta cable
CAB-SB supplied. The cable colours and functions for CAB-SB are shown below.
The OQS /0QL Sensor requires a power supply of 9-30V DC.

If any cable connections are unused, it is good installation housekeeping practice to
insulate these connections.
